Save, O Lord, Your people and bless Your inheritance, granting vic-
tory to the faithful over the enemy, and by Your Cross protecting Your
commonwealth.

Hymn of Entrance
Save us, O Son of God, who are wondrous among Your saints, save us
who sing to you: Alleluia!

Hymn of the Dormition of the Theotokos, First Tone

In giving birth, you preserved your virginity, O Theotokos; in falling
asleep you did not forsake the world. You passed over into life, O
Mother of Life; and by your prayers you deliver our souls from death!

Hymn of the Seven Maccabee Children, Fourth Tone

Let us acclaim the seven Maccabee children with their mother, the
holy Solomone, and their teacher Eleazar; for they excelled in lawful
contest as guardians and keepers of the teachings of the Law. And now,
as gloriously triumphant Martyrs of Christ, they intercede unceasingly
for the world.



Kontakion, Fourth Tone

You who were lifted on the cross voluntarily, O Christ our God, bestow
Your tender compassions upon Your new community to which You gave
Your name. Cause our faithful emperors to be glad in Your power, grant-
ing them the victories against their adversaries. And for an ally, Lord,
may they have You, peace as their armor, the trophy invincible.

Instead of “Holy God”
We venerate Your Cross, O Master, and we glorify Your Holy Resurrection.
EPistle........cooovueueinieeiiieiiseetsee et Hebrews 11:33 - 12:2

Brethren, all the saints through faith conquered kingdoms, enforced
justice, received promises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched rag-
ing fire, escaped the edge of the sword, won strength out of weakness,
became mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight. Women received
their dead by resurrection. Some were tortured, refusing to accept re-
lease, that they might rise again to a better life. Others suffered mock-
ing and scourging, and even chains and imprisonment. They were
stoned, they were sawn in two, they were tempted, they were killed
with the sword; they went about in skins of sheep and goats, destitute,
afflicted, ill-treated - of whom the world was not worthy - wander-
ing over deserts and mountains and in dens and caves of the earth.
And all these, though well attested by their faith, did not receive what
was promised, since God had foreseen something better for us, that
apart from us they should not be made perfect. Therefore, since we are
surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every
weight, and sin which clings so closely, and let us run with persever-
ance the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus the pioneer and
perfecter of our faith.

The Lord said to his disciples, “Behold, I send you out as sheep in the
midst of wolves; so be wise as serpents and innocent as doves. Beware of

men; for they will deliver you up to councils, and flog you in their syna-
gogues, and you will be dragged before governors and kings for my sake,
to bear testimony before them and the Gentiles. When they deliver you
up, do not be anxious how you are to speak or what you are to say; for
what you are to say will be given to you in that hour; for it is not you who
speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you. Brother will
deliver up brother to death, and the father his child, and children will
rise against parents and have them put to death; and you will be hated by
all for my name’s sake. But he who endures to the end will be saved.”

Resurrection Hymn, Grave Tone

By your cross, O Lord, you destroyed death; to the thief you opened
paradise. The myrrhbearers’ sorrow you transformed into joy, and you
sent your apostles forth to proclaim that you had risen from the dead,
Christ our God, bestowing on all the world your great mercy.

Entrance Hymn
Come, let us worship and bow down before Christ. Save us, O Son of
God, who rose from the dead, save us who sing to you: Alleluia!

Repeat the Resurrection Hymn, above.

Hymn of Saint Stephen, Protomartyr, Fourth Tone

O Stephen, a crown of royalty was laid on your head for contests
you courageously endured for Christ our God, as first among Martyr
saints. You stood in accusation of the raging Judeans; and you saw
your Savior at the right hand of the Father. We pray that you will ever
entreat Him to save our souls.

You were transfigured on the mountain, O Christ our God, showing
your disciples as much of your glory as they could bear, so that when
they see you crucified they will know that you suffer freely, and they
will tell all the world that you are truly the radiance of the Father.



Epistle...........ccoooimviniiciiiiciciiiieeseee e I Corinthians 1:10-17
Brethren, I appeal to you by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that
all of you agree and that there be no dissensions among you, but that
you be united in the same mind and the same judgment. For it has
been reported to me by Chloe’s people that there is quarreling among
you, my brethren. What I mean is that each one of you says, “I belong
to Paul,” or “I belong to Apollos,” or “I belong to Cephas,” or “I belong
to Christ.” Is Christ divided? Was Paul crucified for you? Or were you
baptized in the name of Paul? I thank God that I baptized none of you
except Crispos and Gaius; lest any one should say that you were bap-
tized in my name. (I did baptize also the household of Stephanas. Be-
yond that, I do not know whether I baptized any one else.) For Christ
did not send me to baptize but to preach the gospel, and not with
eloquent wisdom, lest the cross of Christ be emptied of its power.

GOSPEL.........ee st Matthew 14:14-22
At that time, Jesus saw a great throng; and he had compassion on
them, and healed their sick. When it was evening, the disciples came
to him and said, “This is a lonely place, and the day is now over; send
the crowds away to go into the villages and buy food for themselves.”
Jesus said, “They need not go away; you give them something to eat.”
They said to him, “We have only five loaves here and two fish.” And he
said, “Bring them here to me.” Then he ordered the crowds to sit down
on the grass; and taking the five loaves and the two fish he looked up to
heaven, and blessed, and broke and gave the loaves to the crowds. And
they all ate and were satisfied. And they took up twelve baskets full of
the broken pieces left over. And those who ate were about five thousand
men, besides women and children. Then he made the disciples get into
the boat and go before him to the other side, while he dismissed the
crowds.
