Resurrection Hymn, Plagal First Tone

To the Word, co-eternal with the Father and the Spirit, born of the
Virgin for our salvation, let us, the faithful, give praise and worship.
For he willed to be lifted up on the cross in the flesh, to endure death
and raise the dead by his glorious resurrection.

Hymn of Entrance
Come, let us worship and bow down before Christ. Save us, O Son of
God, who rose from the dead, save us who sing to you: Alleluia!

Repeat Resurrection Hymn (above).

Hymn of the Life-Giving Cross, Second Tone

The life-giving Cross which in your goodness you have given us,
though unworthy, we offer you in intercession. Save our rulers and
your city, keeping them in peace through the Theotokos, loving Lord.

Hymn for the Consecration, Fourth Tone

You have made the earthly beauty of the holy tabernacle of Your
glory to be like the majesty of the firmament on high, O Lord. Make it
strong forever and ever, and accept our supplications that we unceas-
ingly bring to You there, at the intercession of the Theotokos. For You
are the life and resurrection of all.



Hymn of the Dormition of the Theotokos, First Tone

In giving birth, you preserved your virginity, O Theotokos; in falling
asleep you did not forsake the world. You passed over into life, O
Mother of Life; and by your prayers you deliver our souls from death!

Kontakion of the Feast, Fourth Tone (You appeared today)

Lord, Your Church appears to us to be like heaven full of light, and
guides with light all who believe in You, O Christ. And we who stand
in it cry to You: Savior, establish forever this holy house.

EPistle.........ooououeniieiiiieieiiieccseeese e Galatians 6:11-18
Brethren, see with what large letters I am writing to you with my own
hand. It is those who want to make a good showing in the flesh that
would compel you to be circumcised, and only in order that they may
not be persecuted for the cross of Christ. For even those who receive
circumcision do not themselves keep the law, but they desire to have
you circumcised that they may glory in your flesh. But far be it from
me to glory except in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by which the
world has been crucified to me, and I to the world. For neither circum-
cision counts for anything, nor uncircumcision, but a new creation.
Peace and mercy be upon all who walk by this rule, upon the Israel
of God. Henceforth let no man trouble me; for I bear on my body the
marks of Jesus. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit,
brethren. Amen.
